I trust you survived the snow, ice, and water without too many problems.  I know the ice is so destructive, but I could not help but appreciate its beauty as I was driving after the storm.

I would like to welcome the new Board members; Bob Drabik, Tim and Lu Fox, Linda Rose, Dave Sherman, and Kendall Stephens. You will find a list of the board members, their positions, addresses and phone numbers in this newsletter.

God has blessed us with this wonderful tool called Emmaus.  It is the goal of the S.O.E. Board to keep it as pure and close to the handbook as possible.  As we have said before, you will notice some corrections in the way the Walks and Candlelight’s are conducted.

Some of the changes you will see at Candlelight are: We will only sing “Jesus, Jesus” to the pilgrims.  The hometowns of the community will not be shared with the pilgrims.  A clergy person from the community will lead the service, not the Walk Spiritual Director.  And we ask, Community, PLEASE, let the pilgrims initiate the hugs during the walk-through.

Sponsors: please help us with these changes:  You are asked to bring only 8-12 letters to Camp for the pilgrim’s Sunday packet.  These should be from family and close friends and tied with a ribbon.  All the other letters you collect can be given to your pilgrim on the way home, after closing, as well as any gifts you may have for them. 

Another change is there will be no meal after the closings.  Sponsors, we ask you to bring food for the send off and for the snack table.  You will no longer be asked to bring food for the Closing Pot Luck.

The Board continues to stress that if you are a first time sponsor, you must have attended a sponsorship class or have an experienced member of the community as your co-sponsor.  There will be a short course on Sponsorship at the beginning of the January 30 Gathering.  

We will be opening some opportunities soon for the community to share in the background service on the Emmaus Walk weekends.  Prayerfully consider where you might be a servant; serving meals, cleaning restrooms, helping set up for Candlelight, preparing the snack table, or praying in the prayer Chapel for the pilgrims during their waking hours.  These would be wonderful things for your share group to do.  We will have more information as to how you can sign-up for these services at the Gatherings, in the Newsletter and on the website.  If you have not already done so, check out our website at: www.southernohioemmaus.com. 

It is with heavy hearts that we say good-by to Sanford Short as our Community Spiritual Director.  He has been the backbone of our community for many years.  Sanford is not leaving the area and will still be a valued member of our community.
